Method: Think-Pair-Share 

Description: Think-Pair-Share is a simple strategy used in classrooms to encourage critical thinking and 

dialogue. This method involves 3 steps: 

1. The instructor poses a question (preferably open-ended) for students to consider individually for 

2-3 minutes.  

2. After this students form small groups to discuss their response to the question.
